The gospel is called the ‘eood news’ because it
addresses the most serious problem that you and |

have as human beings, and that problem is simply
this:




God is holy and He is just, and I’'m not. And at the
end of my life, I’'m going to stand before a just and
holy God, and I'll be judged.




And I'll be judged either on the basis of my own
righteousness—or lack of it—or the righteousness
of another.




The good news of the gospel is that Jesus lived a
life of perfect righteousness, of perfect obedience

to God, not for His own well being but for His
people.




He has done for me what | couldn’t possibly do for
myself. But not only has He lived that life of perfect
obedience, He offered Himself as a perfect sacrifice

to satisfy the justijg and the righteousness of God.
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The great misconception in our day is this: that God
isn’t concerned to protect His own integrity. He’s a
kind of wishy-washy deity, who just waves a wand
of forgiveness ovg‘,eyerybody
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No. For God to forgive you is a very costly matter. It
cost the sacrifice of His own Son. So valuable was
that sacrifice that God pronounced it valuable by
raising Him from E',e dead—so that Christ died for
us, He was ralj(d foreur justification.
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So the gospel is something objective. It is the
message of who Jesus is and what He did. And it
And it also has a subjective dimension.
